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I offered weekly conversation with video classes for six weeks through the Language Center. The
tutorials were offered to all students and faculty, regardless of their department of study. I held two tutorial
hours per week on Monday afternoons. These classes hours were designed to be student centered in that the
students selected the videos that we discussed in classes. Every week, the students would work together as
a class to select a topic for the following week’s discussion. Then, as a homework assignment, they found
an English language video on that topic to share and discuss in the subsequent class. Topics included recent

news stories, funny videos, famous people, interesting places, exciting jobs and unique cultures.
