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One-On-One Tutorial Classes

I offered student’s one on one weekly tutorials for eight weeks through the Language Center. The
tutorials were offered to all students and faculty, regardless of their department of study. I held two
tutorial hours per week on Monday mornings from 10:10 — 12:00. These tutorial hours were designed
for students outside of the English Dept. who otherwise have limited or no access to English teachers
but were available to students registered in the English Dept. as well. Students from other
departments brought me questions related to their class work and academic plans/efforts. During the
Fall 2019 semester, I helped students with the questions that they prepared and brought me. These
included conversation practice on topics that the students chose, preparing for upcoming interviews,
preparing for upcoming travel abroad situations and other English related questions that they brought
to me.

Tutorials were made available to students who required extra assistance in English. Individuals or small
groups could make an appointment, and were to come prepared with whatever materials they wanted to
discuss. These tutorials were offered on Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday nights during the spring semester,
and students could reserve half-hour time slots. All the tutorials ran for six two-hour classes respectively.
As students came prepared with their own questions or materials, there was no syllabus or curriculum per

se.

Some of the students required help with editing school assignments, preparing for speech contests, or
writing applications for work or study opportunities. Others simply wanted an opportunity to practice their

English conversation skills with a native English speaker.
