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Short movie clips from six genres provide a platform to stimulate discussions in a relaxed ESL atmosphere.
Gaining an understanding of the cultural background associated with the clips can provide another
meaningful path towards language acquisition. The tutor will guide students through the setting,
characters, and general plot in each clip and extract themes which can promote classroom participation.
Students will also have the opportunity to organize and present material/movie clips (either individually or
as a small group) in which they have interest, if they so wish, for a segment of the class. The goal of this ESL
course is to apply the magic of cinema as an enjoyable method to facilitate learning through entertainment.
