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Students will improve their command of oral English through a combination of Comprehensible
Input and production activities, based around a series of videos. The videos are used as a
springboard to launch conversations. The instructor provides the videos for the first hour of
every class. During the second hour, students volunteer to bring in videos and lead the
discussion.

Because of the short duration of the course, increases in proficiency will be limited. Thus, the
main objective is to increase student Foreign Language Enjoyment (FLE), and decrease student
Foreign Language Classroom Anxiety (FLCA), both of which objectives have been found to
correlate closely with second language acquisition.
