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In this course students will be given handouts that include new vocabulary in each TED talk explained in English
as well as questions related to the TED talk to be discussed in class. Students will improve their reading
and listening comprehension as they go over this material at home and as they watch TED talks with English
subtitles. Students will further build up their self-confidence in expressing themselves in English as they

discuss the questions in the following class.
